Feeding America

Last month, The Phoenix Symphony and St. Mary’s
Food Bank partnered for the second year to par-
ticipate in Orchestras Feeding America, a large-
scale national food drive initiated by the League
of American Orchestras. This is the single largest
orchestra project serving communities across the
nation. This year, Phoenix Symphony patrons do-
nated 1,126 pounds of food and $187, enough to
provide 2,435 meals. These donations went direct-
ly to Valley community members in need through
St. Mary’s Food Bank.

This nationwide project was inspired by the true
story of Nathaniel Ayers, a gifted Julliard-trained
string player who was living on the streets of Los
Angeles as a result of mental illness. Los Angeles
Times columnist Steve Lopez noticed Nathaniel,
and was drawn to his talent, intelligence, and pas-
sion for Beethoven. The fascinating story led to the
film, The Soloist.

This film and the Orchestras Feeding America
project are testaments to the power of music. The
Phoenix Symphony is thankful to the hundreds of
generous patrons who helped feed those in need
within our community.
